Winter Dreams Dissected
Sometimes when it comes to literature, to get a full understanding of the story and its themes, certain parts or sections should be dissected down to each paragraph, quote or word. Believe it or not, the understanding or misunderstanding of a certain word or words can completely hinder a person’s reading of the text. This mostly happens when the pages are endless and the reader just wants to finish the chapter so he/she can give up for the day.
Because of these reasons plus more, collaboration is key. In your groups, you will be assigned a certain part of F. Scott Fitzgerald’s Winter Dreams. Your objective: as a group, dissect it. If you do not understand a word, find the definition for it. If you do not understand a quote or phrase, put it in your own words. Basically, as a group, become masters at what your respective part is trying to add to the story as a whole.

You will receive a whole period and a half to complete this task as a group. After all the dissection is done, all groups will present their parts of the story in order from Part I to Part VI. 
Reminder: Although your group is completely responsible for one part, it is important to actually read the entire story as well to get a full grasp of the story as a whole. 
Rubric for Presentations:

Summary (5 points) – Write a one paragraph summary of what happens in your part. For example, if you just saw a movie and I asked you what all happened? Answer this part the same way you would answer my question. Include at least one key quote, word and dialogue that helped you lead to your summary. 
Media Connection (5 points) – What media connections can your group think of that you could relate to what happens in your part? For example, what song was playing in your head while reading or what movie had a similar plot to the plot in your part? Why? 
Real life comparison (5 points) – This is basically the story time section of your presentation. Put yourself in the characters’ shoes… did something ever happen your life that relates to what happens in the story? For example, character falls in love with another character at first site… did you ever have an experience like that? Tell the class about it. 

Casting (5 points) – This final part of your presentation will be all about imagery. Basically, as a group, you are hired to make a movie out of your part… who would you cast as the characters? Brad Pitt? Angelina Jolie? Shaq? Why?
Bonus: If you bring in any props (pictures, songs, etc.) to help visually show what you’re trying to tell us about your part, you will receive 1 bonus point per prop.

This assignment will be worth a total of 20 points. Whatever your group receives out of 20, that’s what each group member receives out of 20.
